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Old Nampa buildings get modern facelifts

NAMPA — Bit by bit, Nampa is restoring some of its oldest and most impressive downtown building façades and upgrading the look of the city’s central historic district.

The effort could bring more businesses and customers to downtown.

A portion of the project is almost complete, with scaffolding and work at the Hong Kong Restaurant under way now. Six major restoration efforts have been done with the project, which began two years ago. There could be more to come.

The Nampa Downtown Historic Façade Matching Grant Program uses money from the federal Department of Housing and Urban Development and funds from property owners of the buildings worked on. The total cost of the projects are from $60,000 to about $120,000 each.
