
REGULAR MEETING OF THE
NAMPA DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION
Tuesday, September 20, 2007

Chairman Kren called the Nampa Development Corporation meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. and welcomed new members Nick Treinen, Dan Nogales, and David Ferdinand. The roll was taken with Stephen Kren, Martin Thorne, Bob Schmidt, Pam White, Nick Treinen, Dan Nogales, and David Ferdinand present.  
Chairman Kren called for the approval of the minutes from the August 31st and September 4, 2007 meetings.  Moved for approval by Martin Thorne, seconded by Pam White.  Motion carried unanimously.
Action was delayed on FY07 Budget Amendment and Public Hearing.  Bob Schmidt moved to   extend the public hearing for the FY07 budget to October 3, 2007.  Seconded by Martin Thorne.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.  Discussion followed.

Roles & Responsibilities

Cliff Long gave a brief overview of his attendance at the recent International Economic Development Council annual meeting the main focus of which was public/private development.  Examples of projects similar to the ones Nampa is embarking on were visited and presentations heard from various communities in and around the Phoenix area and others.  Cliff also handed out materials entitled Targeted Area Redevelopment – these materials were instrumental in the development of Nampa’s plan and serve as a model for communities involved in redevelopment.  In addition, Cliff also made available a portion of the Nampa Economic Development/Redevelopment Plan and encouraged members to review the materials in order to facilitate the Roles & Responsibilities discussion.  Dates and times for a workshop to discuss this topic in detail will be forthcoming.  Discussion followed.  
Adoption of By-Laws
Beth Ineck presented the Nampa Development Corporation By-Laws for consideration.  General discussion followed.  Chairman Kren called for the motion to accept the By-Laws as presented. Moved for approval by David Ferdinand, seconded by Nick Treinen.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.
Election of Officers

General discussion took place regarding the vacant position of Vice-chairman.  Chairman Kren nominated Bob Schmidt, Martin Thorne nominated himself.  Further discussion followed. With no other names to be considered for the position, David Ferdinand made a motion that nomination cease, seconded by Pam White. Vote taken, carried unanimously.  Pam White moved to accept the two names presented as nominees for the position of Vice-chairman.  Seconded by Dan Nogales.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.

By majority vote, Commissioner Thorne will serve as Vice-chairman.

At 4:15 p.m. Chairman Kren called for the motion to adjourn into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 91) (c) – Land Acquisition.  Moved for approval by Martin Thorne, seconded by Bob Schmidt.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting Yes.  Motion carried unanimously.

At  5:40 p.m. Martin Thorne moved to conclude  the Executive Session during which discussion was held regarding Land Acquisition pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c).  No action was taken and no decisions were made. Seconded by David Ferdinand.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.
