Minutes
Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the December 3, 2008 meeting.  Moved for approval by Curtis Homer, seconded by Pam White.  Vote taken, motion carried. 

Election of Officers
This item was moved to the next meeting so that all members would have the opportunity to participate.
Accounting Procedures
Greg Braun of Ripley & Doorn presented the final accounting procedures.  The procedures include provisions for record keeping, separation of duties, custody of checks, and reconciliation of accounts. 
Hands on Health Lease
Beth Ineck presented the current lease structure for 315 11th Avenue South – currently the building is leased to Heidi Todd and she in turn leases it to Hands On Health. Staff recommends terminating the agreement with Heidi Todd as a “third party” and to negotiate a lease directly with the tenant, Hands on Health.  Discussion followed.  Moved for approval by Dan Nogales, seconded by Pam White.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.  Martin Thorne commented that lease rates must be
Lloyd Lumber

NDC closed on the Lloyd Lumber property located on Front Street between 13th and 14th Avenues.  Pacific Technologies Inc. (PTI) has been identified as the company to provide asbestos testing and abatement.  Staff requested approval to work with PTI for a not to exceed amount of $2,000. In addition, staff also requested approval to proceed with design work and engineering for an amount not to exceed $15,000 for the parking lot.  The intent is to construct a parking lot once the buildings are demolished.  Moved for approval by Curtis Homer, seconded by Dan Nogales.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.
Traffic Study Update

Beth Ineck presented an update on the traffic study originally contracted for with Carter & Burgess.  Upon termination of their agreement, it has been recommended that NDC contract with URS as part of the City umbrella for the traffic study to be completed for the downtown portion.  Total cost to URS is $99,383.00 - $65,000 remains for this budgeted item – staff is requesting a reallocation of $34,000 to make up the balance.  Discussion followed. Moved for approval by Dan Nogales, seconded by David Ferdinand.  Vote taken, motion carried unanimously.
Office Equipment for NDC

Staff informed the board that general office equipment will be purchased for NDC operations as we continue to improve on ways in which we can maintain a separation from the City.
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Public Safety Building Consulting.

Beth presented a detailed project budget for the public safety building.  Curtis Homer moved to accept the financial report and to approve the payables in the amount of $159.000.  Seconded by David Ferdinand.  Vote taken, motion carried.

Communications:
Community Relations – Dan Black provided copies of recent stories that have appeared regarding NDC and bonding options.  Dan and the Public Relations Committee have suggested a Letter to the Editor may help to clarify NDC’s position.  Dan Nogales will draft a letter for the board’s approval.  
Library - Barry Myers reported on recent activity at the library and read comments from users.  A Power Lab class has been established to assist people with resume writing, Window Basics, and Internet Basics.  Very positive feedback has resulted. Circulation is up 22% per day over the same period last year.
