Chairman Kren called the meeting to order at 3:15 p.m.  The roll was taken with Curtis Homer, David Ferdinand, Martin Thorne, and Stephen Kren present.

Minutes
Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the September 3, 2008 meeting.  Moved for approval by David Ferdinand, seconded by Curtis Homer.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Staffing Options 
Beth Ineck presented four staffing options for approval. Option #4 was recommended by staff which will result in greater flexibility for the management and execution of projects.  Until financing is resolved for the major projects current workload would be minimal – however, the commission has expressed a desire for a strategic plan.  Discussion followed.  Moved for approval by Curtis Homer to approve Option 4 as presented, seconded by Martin Thorne.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting Yes.
Land Acquisition
Beth Ineck presented a Purchase Sale Agreement for the Lloyd Lumber parcel on Front Street between 13th and 14th Avenue South.  The intent is to use this property for parking.  Closing will take place prior to December 31, 2008. Discussion followed.  David Ferdinand moved to sign the Purchase Sale Agreement as presented.  Seconded by Curtis Homer.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting Yes.  
Streetscape Plan
The City of Nampa is currently using Franchise Fees to contract with a consulting firm to conduct a master streetscape plan for the three downtown districts.  This will be in the NDC area and will have an impact on downtown development.  The RFP is out with proposals due back this Friday.  All members of the board were invited to participate.  
Cliff gave a brief update on the traffic study issue discussed at previous meetings and for which a stop-order was issued. The city has contracted with URS to provide a city-wide master traffic study.  Staff recommends tagging on to that contract for the NDC component previously started for the downtown area. 
Beth Ineck reported that the Desert Inn property closed on September 29, 2008  They have until November 13th to remove all personal property.  Staff requested permission to secure the site with fencing for a cost not to exceed $3,000.  Discussion followed.  Curtis Homer moved to approve the purchase of fencing for a not to exceed amount of $3,000.  Seconded by David Ferdinand.  Vote taken, motion carried.  The fencing could also be used for future projects as necessary.
Communications:
Finance Report – Beth Ineck reported on the expenses for the month bringing the total YTD operating expenses to $834,189.81 (including the Vallivue Rebate).  A full year-end report will be presented at a future meeting.
Central Nampa Development Commission – Mike Gable invited everyone to attend the next meeting where any responses to the Streetscape RFP will be reviewed.  Mike also invited everyone to attend an open house at the Masonic Event Center on October 30th.  The purpose of the event is to recognize businesses and building owners who have participated in the façade improvement program managed by the Nampa Historic Preservation Commission
Public Safety Building – Bill Augsburger reported that a meeting with LCA had taken place and that design documents are complete.  It is anticipated that construction documents will be ready by mid November.
Executive Session

Chairman Kren called for a motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) Land Acquisition and Idaho Code 67-2345- (1) (f) Litigation. Moved for approval by Martin Thorne, seconded by  David Ferdinand.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting Yes.
At 5:10 p.m. Martin Thorne moved to conclude the Executive Session during which discussion was held regarding Land Acquisition and Litigation pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) and 67-2345 (1) (f) respectively. No action was taken and no decisions were made.  Seconded by David Ferdinand.
