Chairman Kren called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.  The roll was taken with Dan Nogales, Curtis Homer, Pam White, Nick Treinen, Martin Thorne, and Stephen Kren present.
Minutes

Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the February 13th and 25th meetings.  Moved for approval by Curtis Homer, seconded by Nick Treinen.  Motion carried.
LCA Contract
Dennis Davis presented the contract with LCA Architects for approval.  The contract will provide for completion of the construction design and administration of the public safety building and will be managed in phases. Discussion followed. Curtis Homer moved to authorize Chairman Kren to sign the contract with the provisions that regular reports will be made to the board;  and that should the need arise for the NDC to halt progress there will not be any penalties incurred; and that NDC may cancel the contract at any time with only the obligation to pay for work completed up to that point.  Seconded by Martin Thorne.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members present voting Yes.  Motion carried.
Property Tax Review
Cliff Long reported that property tax revenues have yet to be received from the County.  They have experienced delays due to the implementation of new software.  Discussion followed.  It was suggested that it may be useful to appear before a meeting of the County.  Chairman Kren urged Cliff to keep on top of this issue and to provide an update at the next meeting.  

Communications
Community Relations:  Dan Black presented an NDC slogan for the board’s information – the slogan, which will be added to the website reads, Strategic Public Investment to Revitalize Nampa.  Dan also reported that minutes and agendas have also been included on the website.

Library:  Barry Myers again reviewed the process undertaken to date and gave an overview of the vision for the library in terms of a strategic plan and mission statement.  A series of public forums have been held with comments and suggestions incorporated into the plan.  Modus Architecture has been retained to develop the design incorporating features unique to the library’s needs.  Barry introduced Kirk Morris of Modus Architecture who then gave a brief presentation.  The current design will house classrooms, meeting rooms, and possible retail space.  Options for a parking garage and surface parking were also discussed.
Central Nampa Development Commission - Mike Gable.  No meetings to report on at this time.

Public Safety Building:  Bill Augsburger reported that the schematic design is complete – now waiting for design and construction documents as funding becomes available.
