Chairman Kren called the meeting to order at 3:07 p.m.  The roll was taken with Curtis Homer, Pam White, Nick Treinen, David Ferdinand, and Stephen Kren present.
Minutes

Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the April 9, 2008 meeting. Moved for approval by Curtis Homer, seconded by Nick Treinen.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Vallivue Rebate
Dan Black reported that $386,682 has been received year-to-date from the County which represents about half of the anticipated revenues for the year.  The amount due to back to Vallivue in the form of a rebate for the year is $184,208 with the first half of that payment now due.  Dan requested approval to pay $92,104.  Discussion followed.  Nick Treinen would like to see  verification by the city that the numbers compute and are in agreement with the County.    Curtis Homer also commented on the verification process and suggested that a report could be obtained from the Controller’s office.  David Ferdinand moved to approve the rebate payment to Vallivue in the amount of $92,104 contingent upon verification from the County.  Seconded by Curtis Homer.  Any adjustments will be made at the next payment stage as necessary.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Communications
Community Relations:  Dan Black reported on the extension for the timing of the judicial confirmation hearing now extended to June 17, 2008.  In addition there were a couple of letters to the editor and some radio on this issue.  No action was recommended at this time. Dan also reported that he recently met with some downtown business owners on business retention and stated that it was very positive.  They are excited about the plans for downtown revitalization efforts.
Library:  Barry Myers encouraged everyone to consider all options to move the library project along as quickly as possible. 
Central Nampa Development Commission: Mike Gable reported on recent activity of the Arts Commission.  One of the ideas being discussed currently with that group is the possibility of using the library as a location for an art gallery and as an arts educational facility.  Pam White inquired about the progress of the construction downtown.  Mayor Dale commented that the property owner had been working with the City to have the construction site deemed a Brownfields site.  As a result of that designation they are now qualified for some specialized financing and it is hoped that the project can now move forward.  
Public Safety Building:  Bill Augsburger reported that all the architectural work that could be done has been –  the next phase can begin once the land is acquired. 
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Executive Session

At 3:25 p.m. Chairman Kren called for a motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) Land Acquisition and Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (f) Litigation. Moved for approval by David Ferdinand, seconded by Curtis Homer. A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting Yes.
At 4:10 p.m. David Ferdinand moved to conclude the Executive Session during which discussion was held regarding Land Acquisition pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) and Litigation pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (f).  No action was taken and no decisions were made.  Seconded by Curtis Homer.  Motion carried.
