Vice-chairman Martin Thorne called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.  The roll was taken with Curtis Homer, Pam White, Nick Treinen, David Ferdinand, and Dan Nogales present.
Minutes

Vice-chairman Thorne called for approval of the minutes from the May 7, 2008 meeting. Moved for approval by David Ferdinand, seconded by Dan Nogales.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Downtown Sewer Repair
Public Works Director, Michael Fuss reported that when work took place to determine water table levels at the Washington Federal Bank location, the service line to their facility was inadvertently drilled.  Repairs are estimated at approximately $5,000. Discussion followed.  Curtis Homer moved to approve the expenditure for the repair not to exceed $5,000.  Seconded by Pam White.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting Yes.
Authorization to Sign Contracts
Authorization was requested to assign to the City the rights to purchase four properties for the  library block.  The properties are referred to as:  Heidi Todd, Idaho Conference for the Seventh Day Adventist, Christopulos Enterprises, and LI Investments.  David Ferdinand moved to authorize Cliff Long to sign the contracts and addendums for these properties.  Seconded by Dan Nogales.  A roll call vote was taken will all members voting Yes.
Colliers International

A request for payment to Colliers International was made.  This will be in the form of a pre-payment of  a $10,000 bonus for assembling all of the properties for the library block with the understanding that if the final parcel should fall through, the amount would be paid back to NDC.  Discussion followed.  Nick Treinen asked that the “pay-back” provision be noted on the invoice.  Moved for approval by Dan Nogales, seconded by Pam White.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting Yes.
Traffic Study Update

An update was given on the status of the traffic study project currently being conducted by Carter & Burgess.  The project and final report was to have been completed in May, however, a draft has been received and reviewed by staff.  As a result, the contractor has been asked to look more closely at alternatives for truck traffic.  A conference call is scheduled for next week.
RFP/RFQ Update

Cliff Long reported on a recent trip he made to a conference of International Council of Shopping Centers.  With over 40,000 attendees and 3.4 million square feet of exhibit space all of the major developers were there in particular those that specialize in urban mixed use projects.  Bill Odle of SPPRE was also there and attended meetings with Cliff with nine different development groups.  Presentations were made to them regarding the RFQ and RFP preliminary processes.  Once sites have been secured for the Public Safety Building and the Library, the next steps will be to discuss how to accelerate private development downtown and the redevelopment of the pivot block.  
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Financial Report
Expenses year-to-date were reviewed along with property taxes received.  David Ferdinand had questions regarding the SPPRE contract payments.  This contract will be an agenda item at a future meeting.  Nick Treinen had a question about the legal fees and commented that as other line items are used it may be necessary to report on those items too.  Dan Nogales had questions regarding the approval of expenses.  Discussion followed. For the next budget cycle a more detailed budget will be presented for approval that will more clearly define an operational budget.  Curtis Homer asked if the regular city budget detail reports could be duplicated for NDC.  Staff will work to improve financial reporting.  
ICRMP

Incorrect information was provided by the city’s agent for the amount due for the premium.  The amount will be approximately $400 for the balance of the year.  Estimates for the next year are about $900 for the same coverage currently being provided.
Communications:

Library Board – Barry Myers reported that they continue to see record numbers at the library and many positive comments have been received about the location of a new library.

Central Nampa Development Commission: Mike Gable reported that he will have recommendations to make at the next meeting regarding the traffic design currently being worked on by Carter & Burgess. 
Public Safety Building:  Bill Augsburger reported that things are currently on hold until the land has been acquired for the building.
Executive Session

At 3:50 p.m. Vice-chairman Thorne called for a motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) Land Acquisition. Moved for approval by Curtis Homer, seconded by David Ferdinand. A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting Yes.
At 4:40 p.m. Nick Treinen moved to conclude the Executive Session during which discussion was held regarding Land Acquisition pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c). No action was taken and no decisions were made.  Seconded by David Ferdinand.  Motion carried.
