Chairman Kren called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.  The roll was taken with Curtis Homer, Pam White, Nick Treinen, and Dan Nogales present.
Minutes

Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the June 4, 2008 meeting. Moved for approval by Nick Treinen, seconded by Curtis Homer.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Budget

Chairman Kren called for a motion to establish the public hearing dates for the FY 2008 budget amendment and the FY 2009 budget.  Curtis Homer moved to hold the public hearings on September 3, 2008 seconded by Dan Nogales.  The public hearings and adoption of both the amendment and the FY09 budget will take place concurrently.  Vote taken, motion carried.
Beth Ineck reviewed the financials for the preceding month focusing on the payments made to SPPRE and Carter & Burgess.  Discussion followed.  Currently, Phase 5 of  the contract with SPPRE is underway.  This phase is related to the RFQ/RFP process - however, there was some question on moving forward with the contract.  There is a provision to terminate at any time.  Staff will review and make a recommendation at the next meeting.  

Discussion also took place regarding the current contract with Carter & Burgess for a traffic study.  Results have been less than desirable and the board encouraged staff to review the contract to see what the provision would be for terminating it and rolling the project in to the City wide traffic study currently being done by URS.  Chairman Kren recommended staff review any outstanding invoices for payment and research what a stop-work order would entail.  Dan Nogales commented that it may be an advantage to end the contract even if the cost was over estimate.  Nick Treinen also commented that it would be helpful to know the cost of terminating the contract with Carter & Burgess and switching over to URS.  The question was also asked if SPPRE would have some liability in terms of the cost of terminating the contract as Carter & Burgess were specifically recommended by them.  These issues will be reported on at the next meeting.
Communications:

Library Board – Barry Myers reported that circulation numbers continue to increase.  The number of patrons has increased due in part to the increased hours.
Central Nampa Development Commission: No report was given.
Public Safety Building:  Bill Augsburger reported that the two potential sites for the public safety building are great options and that either location would be suitable.  There has been some discussion about moving the courthouse annex into the building with the potential to house Adult Probation and Parole along with the possibility of a satellite office for the Sherrif’s Dept.

Executive Session

At 3:35 p.m. Chairman Kren called for a motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c) Land Acquisition. Moved for approval by Dan Nogales, seconded by Curtis Homer. A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting Yes.
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At 3:55 p.m. Curtis Homer moved to conclude the Executive Session during which discussion was held regarding Land Acquisition pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (c). No action was taken and no decisions were made.  Seconded by Nick Treinen.  Motion carried.
