Minutes
Chairman Kren called for approval of the minutes from the August 6, 2008 minutes.  Moved for approval by David Ferdinand, seconded by Nick Treinen.  Vote taken, motion carried.
FY08 Budget Amendment
Beth Ineck briefly reviewed the proposed FY08 Budget Amendment and the FY09 proposed budget.  Included in the FY09 budget was funding for a Project Development Manager.  This position will primarily be responsible for developing and managing economic development projects specific to the Economic Development/Redevelopment Plan. Other items included in the budget were funds for marketing and outreach efforts, advertising, legal fees, consulting fees, and capital projects that were detailed out. Discussion followed.  Proposed funding for the 11th Avenue Gateway Sign will be set aside and will be unallocated at this time.  
Chairman Kren opened the public hearing for the FY08 Budget Amendment and the FY09 Budget at 3:20 p.m.   There were no citizens present and none signed up to testify.  Martin Thorne moved to close the public hearing, seconded by David Ferdinand.  Vote taken, motion carried. 

Curtis Homer moved to adopt the FY08 Budget Amendment as presented. Seconded by Pam White.  A roll call vote was taken will all members present voting Yes.

Discussion took place on the FY09 Budget.  
Nick Treinen moved to adopt the FY09 budget with the provision that the funds allocated by staff for the 11th Avenue Gateway sign in the amount of $21,760 be held in reserve to be available as unrestricted funds should a future  need arise.  Seconded by Dan Nogales.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting Yes.  

SPPRE
Beth briefly reviewed the current phase of the SPPRE contract.  They will be responsible for developing the RFQ (Request for Qualification), advertising the RFQ, developing a list of potential developers, and scoring the proposals received.  Once the RRQ is complete and a shortlist has been developed SPPRE will be responsible for developing the RFP (Request for Proposal).  Discussion followed.
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Interview Process
Pam White and Dan Nogales will participate in the interview process once applications have been received and potential candidates selected.  
Communications:
Dan Black reported that he recently contributed to the Downtown Business Association news letter and was a speaker at the Kiwanis luncheon.  

Central Nampa Development Commission – Beth reported that this commission will now meet on a quarterly basis.
Public Safety Building – Bill Augsburger reported that the land survey has been completed.  The architects are in the process of completing the plans and specifications for the building. Soil testing reports have been delivered to the architects.  Discussion took place on potential tenants for the building.
